Banquet Speaker: Gregg Clemmer will speak on “The Bobcat and Butler Cave Camps: A
Retrospective Look One Quarter and One Half Century Later.” Gregg entered his first wild cave, Gypsy
Hill Park Cave in Staunton, Virginia, in the summer of 1958. He joined the NSS in 1975 and is a Life
Member and Fellow. He currently serves as President of the Butler Cave Conservation Society, Inc. and was
one of the principal purchasers of the Powell Mountain Karst Preserve in 2002, the site of the Omega
System, Virginia's longest and deepest cave, now owned by the Cave Conservancy of Virginia. Gregg is a
writer and historian...and from an old fashioned caver's point of interest, the author of American Miners'
Carbide Lamps, published in 1987. He continues to be fascinated by putting his bootprints where no one
else has trod before and shining his lamp where there's never been a photon of light."

Directions to the DC Grotto Banquet

From the DC Beltway: From areas North of Rockuville:

e Take |-270 north (toward Frederick). | e Take I-270 to Exit 9, Sam Eig Hwy.

¢ After 6 miles exit on Route 28 West. | ¢ Take Sam Eig Hwy heading West.

e Stay on Route 28 for about 3.3 miles. | ¢ When Sam Eig ends turn right onto
Great Seneca Hwy.

e Turn left (at a traffic light) onto Muddy | e Turn left at the next light onto

Branch Road. Muddy Branch Road.

o After .15 mile make a sharp right e Cross Route 28. After .15 mile
onto DuFief Mill Road, then make a sharp right onto DuFief Mill
immediately turn left into the Rec. Road, then immediately turn left into
Center. the Rec. Center.
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
